 26% acknowledged they have trouble being consistent and of high quality in remote communication, sometimes 

we‘re on top of it and sometimes it slips. 

 11% said they are very inconsistent in communication with those who are not in the home office or headquarters. 

 14% said they are excellent in the quality and consistency of remote communications. 

 4%  other. 

Only 14% thought they were excellent at this critical success criteria for effective globalization.  

 

Here are just a few of the many ideas we received on best practices for remote communication:   

 Be diligent in keeping up regular contact and communication.  Take the lead and make communication happen even 

if others do not. 

 You have to get face to face when you can. The elements of trust, rapport, and personal connection facilitate the 

core foundation of remote communication.   

 Know the person well enough to be able to correlate their voice inflection with how they are feeling about the 

discussion.   

 Communicate with progress in mind.  Avoid excessive email volleys or voicemails without making progress.  

 After three email exchanges, pick up the phone. Make a phone appointment if needed. 

 Be very specific with requests.  

 Provide clear documentation of conversations … what needs to be decided and what was agreed to in the call. 

 Have fun whenever it‘s appropriate.  

 Focus on clarity, brevity and relevance to keep people engaged.
